WES was selected as the new name
of the Washington County commuter
rail line and stands for “Westside
Express Service”. WES will carry
commuters between Wilsonville and
Beaverton during commute hours. In
October TriMet launched a six-week Name that train! contest. Over 1,700 entries
from the Portland metro area were received. Washington County officials and
community organizations judged entries and they narrowed the list of names to
five. Eighteen people submitted the winning name.

Bus stop move
delayed until Jan. 6

Clackamas Town Center
Transit Center

The bus stop locations at the Transit
Center will move to their permanent
location on the north side of the
mall on Jan. 6. Stops for Lines
28-Linwood, 29-Lake/Webster,
31-Estacada, 71-60th Ave/122nd
Ave, 72-Killingsworth/82nd

Ave, 79-Clackamas Town Center,
152-Milwaukie, 155-Sunnyside,
156-Mather Rd and 157-Happy
Valley will be located on the
roadway near the cinema entrance.
Riders from all lines will get off
buses at the stop nearest the mall.
Only riders traveling to Estacada on
Line 31 will board at this stop. All
other buses will board riders at the
stop across the street.

Winter weather tips: Brrr...it’s cold out

When the weather turns bad and you decide to take TriMet,
be prepared. Dress warmly and expect delays. Some buses
will run on a snow route and may not serve your stop. Walk
to a stop on a busy, sanded street and make yourself clearly
visible to the bus operator. Keep in mind that buses can slide
in slippery conditions. Stand back from the curb until the bus
comes to a complete stop.
